In the following discussion we will be talking about how copyright laws can protect your own work and creations.  The discussion will also include the kinds of laws you can expect in the United States and other countries.   Also what you cannot do with copyright when getting information off the internet. We will also be discussing what you can copyright and what you cannot copyright. Lastly, the requirements, and qualifications you will need to do your desired procedures.  
“Copyright is a law that protects work and creations that you created. Your work is already copyrighted the moment you create your work”. (1)   However if you want to use somebody’s information of U.S work you would have to register on www.copyright.com or any other appropriate internet website to get a basic form of copyright. You cannot copyright information off the internet if you do not have their permission or at least cite their source. 

You can copyright your own artwork, Architectural designs, software, videos, information on the internet, and anything that you create in your own work. The times and how long you can acquire copyright laws    “Copyright expiration dates depend largely on when the work was copyrighted, copyright laws have changed a few times since their inception, so it depends on when you copyright it and what company you used for your copyrighted work”.(2) United State copyright laws and when they took place. 
  “Copyright law in the U.S by federal statute, the copyright act of 1976, The Copyright Act prevents the unauthorized copying of work of authorship, but only the copying of the work is prohibited that anyone may copy the ideas contained within a work of a person”. (3) People can violate someone’s copyright laws by using somebody’s work and posting on their own web page who whatever work they used without permission by the owner.


The consequences of using someone’s creation or work can apply to everyone who is using somebody’s creation and they can have a huge impact on your live. “Penalties for violating Copyright Law: Copyright infringers may want to tread carefully; as penalties for violating copyright laws can be quite severe.  Those found guilty of infringing the exclusive rights of a copyright holder by copying or making use of a creative work without the Author’s permission may have to pay substantial monetary damages and other finds depending on what the person take and the law it possesses”.  (4) 


 
People have the same right for copyright laws but in schools teachers have an easier way of using copyrighted creations because they have to use more information to teach their students.  
“Teachers do have extra copyright laws because they have to give students more work than the average person, they can use more internet information a little more, but they have to cite there sources.  Piracy is an unauthorized duplication of an original recording of a CD, DVD and musical recordings”. (5) 
People sometimes can be against file sharing because they love the file they created and do not want any person to use their created work, some people think they can file share whenever they please because they do not have the decency to ask permission from the Author, and they either do not know how to appropriately get the Authors permission, so they do it anyway with no regard of somebody’s creative architecture mind. Requirements for your copyright laws and how long you can use your copyright privileges and what you need to know about copy right regulations. .    
 “Qualification for Copyright rights your work must meet the standards of originality in order to qualify for copyright and the copyright expires after a certain amount of time. Although jurisdictions may allow this to be extended, Different countries impose different tests, but generally the requirements are low in the United Kingdom. There has to be some skill, labor, and some type of judgment that goes into it”. (6) Copyright laws recognize the right of an author based on whether the work is actually is an original creation, rather than based on whether it is unique; two authors may own copyright on two substantially identical works, if it is determined that the duplication was coincidental, and neither was copied form one another, then it is appropriate to use that conditioned work as accidental concept of work in that copyright forum is commonly known fact that occurs often, but has very little consequence if any, because it is accidental.  
 So in a sense it’s a good thing to understand the operations and functions of copyright laws for multiple reasons not just to protect your work but also to show people that it’s you’re creation and people need to respect the fact that you created it. People do need to know what copyright is so that not only they make somebody mad on accident but they do not get themselves in trouble by either the creator of the information or by the law.  Nobody should have to feel that their work is not unique just because of somebody absents not being capable of putting a little more effort in giving the author credit, so copyright is very useful information to know in your live because when you get a job more often than not they background search you, and see that you have plagiarized somebody’s work you probably will not get the job. Copyright is a useful law for those who want to protect their creations.              
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
